% You may be asked to show a copy of both sides of your Certificate of Eligibility (CoE).
Please make sure to bring it with you from your home country.

%% The nearest station to our university is JR Omika Station. It is a 1-minute walk from

the station. We recommend coming to the university via the JR Joban Line.

[From Narita Airport]
Please note that trains usually stop at each station for only 1-2 minutes, so please board and

exit quickly.

1. By JR Train

- Take the Keisei Skyliner to Ueno, then transfer to the JR Joban Line (get off at Omika
Station).

- Take the JR Narita Line: Narita — Abiko (transfer to JR Joban Line) — Omika

2. By Bus and JR
(D Take a bus to Tokyo Station, then transfer to the JR Joban Line

(2) Take a bus to Tsuchiura Station, then transfer to the JR Joban Line

3. By Taxi
Via the Higashi-Kanto Expressway and Joban Expressway,

travel time is approximately 1 hour 30 minutes to 1 hour 50 minutes, and the fare is around
40,000 yen.
